Just to give you an idea of the impact that LCIF has worldwide: 
 

Children in Ethiopia and three other African nations will receive measles vaccinations 
through a new LCIF partnership effort with the Gates Foundation for the Measles Initiative . 
Children are most at-risk for the disease. To support the Lions-Measles Initiative pilot program, 
the Gates Foundation awarded a $400,000 grant to LCIF, and LCIF will contribute an additional 
$300,000. 

 

Lions approached the Gosford East Public School in Australia about building a special 
needs activity center supported by LCIF and local Lions of MD 201. Now a seven-year old child, 
Amber Farlow, who was unable to walk and confined to a wheelchair, knows the joy of walking 
on her own, using a cane that she calls her “magic stick”. Amber has suffered much throughout 
her short life. She was born with breathing difficulties, was in the hospital for the first 18 months 
of her life, has undergone 55 operations and still needs help from a machine for the majority of 
the day and night to breathe. Without funding from LCIF, the center could not have been built. 
LCIF awarded a $57,596 grant to construct the playground for kids in wheelchairs and walking 
devices. Lions are dedicated to helping disabled people. And that is why we support LCIF. 

 

Everyone can help by becoming a part of the “Contributing Member Program” . This program 
is separate from the Melvin Jones Fellowship program. If Lions think they might reach a $1,000 
donation within five years, they should always let it be known that their donations are designated 
for a Melvin Jones Fellowship. If a Lion only gives small donations of $25-$50 and would not 
reach $1,000 with five year, he/she should go with the Contributing Member program. I have the 
latest Contributing Member 2010-2011 pins, which you can get for $20 and if you want a set, 
which consists of this year’s pin and the 2009-2010 pin, I can get you that for $30.

On October 5 the District 20-S Lions Vision Screening 
Team was asked to provide vision screenings as a 
community service to the students that attend the Children’s 
Community Early Head Start Program.  This program is 
designed to enhance the development and growth of very 
young children and to support positive parenting.  The 
Vision Screening Team was able to provide vision 
screenings to sixteen children during their visit.    
 The District 20-S Vision Screening Team utilizes a 
Vision Screener to test for refractive errors i.e., Myopia 
(near sightedness) Hyperopia, (far sightedness) and 
astigmatism.  The Vision Screener prints out the results of 
the exam immediately and the results are given to the person 
that was examined, to the parent or guardian depending on 
the age of the individual being screened.  If the results 
indicate a need for further testing the team suggests that the 
client contact their eye care professional for a follow up and 
make an appointment for a comprehensive eye examination.

SUFFOLK LIONS PROMOTE AUDIBLE  
CROSSWALKS FOR THE VISUALLY IMPAIRED

On October 21 Lions Clubs servicing the Central Islip and Brentwood Communities and local officials 

gathered together to celebrate the recent installation of two audible crosswalks at Central Islip High School 
located on Wheeler Road.  These audible crosswalks were installed based on a request made to the Suffolk 
County Dept. of Public Works.  This request was made on behalf of a visually impaired student that attends 
Central Islip High School.  

In July of 2008, the Suffolk Lions instituted a program to increase awareness concerning the need for 
more Audible Crosswalks in Suffolk County.  In 1925 Helen Keller challenged the Lions to become “Knights of 
the Blind” therefore this effort is a natural extension of what Lions do to increase awareness of vision issues.  
Audible Crosswalks are installed at busy intersections to allow visually impaired people to proceed safely 
through crosswalks after they receive an audible prompt to do so, such as a beeping noise or words that signify 
it is now safe to cross the intersection.  The goal of this program is to allow visually impaired men and women 
to travel more safely thereby assuring greater independence, dignity and opportunity. 
 The Suffolk Lions are currently working with Helen Keller Services for the Blind (HKSB) and Suffolk 
Independent Living Organization (SILO) to address the above mentioned concerns regarding the visually 
challenged.  HKSB has a training program for the visually impaired which includes going out into the field and 
providing Orientation and Mobility instruction to h elp their clients develop the skills necessary to safely 
negotiate complex intersections.   SILO assists individuals with disabilities in developing essential life skills 
while also providing them with the necessary information and referrals so they can make informed decisions 
toward reaching their goals of living independently in the community. These organizations have contacted the 
Lions and asked them to advocate for their clients and request Audible Crosswalks at intersections where 
Orientation and Mobility Instructors have noticed potentially dangerous crossing conditions.
