Lions Dedicate Chinese Village Rebuilt After 

Earthquake with LCIF Support  

 Lions formally dedicated Peng Hua Lions Village 

in Sichuan Province, China. A total of 80 homes 

were handed over to families during a ceremony 

attended by LCIF Chairperson Al Brandel and his 

wife Dr. Maureen Murphy, Second Vice President 

Dr. Wing-Kun Tam, nearly 50 Lions clubs 

members from throughout China and Hong Kong 

& Macau, and the local vice mayor, other local 

dignitaries.  The dedication marks 1.5 years since 

the earthquake and is part of a two-phase project 

to construct more than 150 homes. 

ñThis is a good day for the local people and 

fellow Lions. I can see with my own eyes the 

changes that have been made here by Lions,ò said 

Vice President Tam, who led the organizing 

committee for reconstruction projects. 

The village was completely destroyed during the 

devastating May 12, 2008 earthquake in central 

China. Lions responded immediately, setting up 

tents for residents of this village and other hard-

hit areas, establishing make-shift schools and 

providing other needed relief items such as 

blankets, food and medicine. Through generous 

contributions from Lions around the world, Lions 

Clubs International Foundation provided more 

than US$3 million for long-term reconstruction 

projects, such the Peng Hua Lions Village. 

Many Lions have visited the village over the last 

1.5 years, helping with reconstruction, driving 

supplies, overseeing the building process and 

ensuring funds were well-spent. Some Lions 

made the difficult trip over rough roads more than 

10 times. A plaque above the door of each home 

recognizes Lions and includes the Lions logo and 

reads: ñHand in hand, heart in heart, to rebuild our

SightFirst Program  

You thought you had heard the last about this 

topic since Campaign SightFirst II ended! Well, 

the SightFirst program is an ongoing part of LCIF. 

The mission of this program is to significantly 

reduce preventable and reversible blindness 

worldwide. 

Typical SightFirst projects focus on 

strengthening of eye care infrastructures and eye 

delivery systems, training of eye care workers and 

related human resource personnel, and intervening 

against the major blinding diseases. 

In developed countries, Lions participate in the 

Lions Eye Health Program (LEHP). LEHP is a 

community-based eye health education program 

that stresses the importance of eye exams for 

those at risk for glaucoma and diabetic eye 

disease. 

SightFirst projects that receive LCIF SightFirst 

grants focus on the major causes of blindness at 

national or large regional levels. 

Sight-related projects focus on community 

needs. Projects like purchasing equipment for an 

eye clinic, for example, may qualify for and LCIF 

Standard grant. 

Lions districts may apply for an LCIF SightFirst 

grant. They must work with a Technical Advisor 

in developing the application and project 

proposal, which must be signed and certified by 

several officials. The Sightfirst Advisory 

Committee (the Technical Advisor, the 

district/multiple district SightFirst chairperson and 

the District Governor consider the applications.  

The SAC reports all actions to the LCIF Board of 

Trustees. 

The SAC meets three times a year in conjunction 

with the LCI Executive Committee meetings in 

January, May and August.

The difference between a cane or a dog is 

immense. As one of the grads says, ñWith a cane 

you have to walk slowly, feel for every crack, 

hole, curb, obstacle and or whatever.  With a dog, 

all of that just goes away the dog does it all. The 

training process is intense and students train from 

seven to seven, some times later. Seven days a 

week, weekends are from seven to noon. It 

actually starts long before the student gets to the 

foundation. All the trainers review the 

applications and videos of the students, so that 

they know their abilities and or any special needs. 

Classes are kept small - a maximum of 12 

students. The first day the trainers walk the 

students around the campus with a handle that 

feels like the handle of the harness. This also 

helps the applicant learn the grounds and inside 

the building. The second day students get there 

dogs that have been pre-selected and have already 

been trained by the trainers. Some dogs are kept in 

reserve in case the dog is not a good match.
