THE DIABETES WELLNESS 

CENTER NEWS

Lions and friends,   
 
To bring everyone up to date on our district project, I 
would like to start at the beginning.  It all 
started with one member of the Patchogue Lions Club. 
Lion Jay Schultzôs relatives has diabetes and he 
promised her he would do everything he could to fight 
diabetes. The idea of helping others with this disease 
was a dream for him. 
 
The Patchogue Lions went to Brookhaven Hospital for 
help. The idea of a matching grant from Lions Clubs 
International would start the ball rolling.  Lions 
International told the Lions Club this needed to be a 
district project in order to get the grant. The next step 
was to speak to Governor Gloria Burton (at that time), 
and like everything else, the paper work needed to be 
done by a grant writer.  
 
Now Governor Hank Brand was in.  He prepared the 
grant himself and sent it up to International.  Once 
again it was sent back to the district saying the grant 
application needs to be done by a grant writer.  Now I 
came in as District Governor.   
 
We took the application to Brookhaven Hospitalôs grant 
writer.  It was sent back to us saying we need a 
matching grant amount of money to get the grant from 
them (International).  The next Governor was Marie 
Petratis.  She said to me you are handling this, 
so keep with it.  At this time, our diabetes project had a 
10 Lion Board.  The board held a fund raiser and the 
Patchogue Lions ran a fund raiser as well.  It was now 
time to resend our grant application back in to 
International.    
 
The application kept getting sent back for various 
reasons.  The next governor was Steve Tremaroli.  
Like PDG Marie, Governor Steve asked me to 
continue working on this grant. 
 
Months were going by and nothing was happening.  
So at our board meeting, Lion Hal Kramer suggested 
we contact International Vice President Al Brandel for 
help. Now things were happening fast. Governor Steve 
was the grant administer of our grant. Brookhaven 
Hospital was able to become ADA certified. This 
means that any resident of Suffolk county can go there 
for education and treatment free. 

(continued from previous column) 
 
The Lions Diabetes Board became a 501c3, with ten 

members from different clubs.  We have our own by-laws as 

well. Lion Tom Karlya, a member of the Patchogue 

Club, came to us with an idea of educating and helping 

children with diabetes. We are now going into school 

districts all over Suffolk County and explaining our 

Diplomat Walk project to them.  Thus far, we have made 

over $52,000.  This year we are hopeful that we will make a 

$100,000. Lion Tom works for a research company and we 

are the education end of it.  The schools are now calling us 

to be part of this great program. 

 

 Last year we were invited up to the Lions State Convention  

and asked to have a workshop on diabetes.  Out of that 

convention, there are now 4 other districts working on our 

(District 20S) project in their communities.    

 

Vice District Governor Paul Wernersbach introduced our 

board to an organization called Pitch for a Cure. This 

program will allow us to hopefuly have a diabetes camp that 

will belong to the Lions Club of District 20S. Meetings are 

being held at the Suffolk Communtiy College Brentwood 

campus.  This will be our first start at the camp.  It will be 

funded by professional ball players that have or believe in 

helping those with diabetes.  Their first fund raiser will be in 

September of this year.  Actors like Richard Gere will be 

participating.  

 

Of the money we have collected, the Suffolk County Lions 

Diabetes Education and Wellness Foundation has been able  

48 children to a summer camp for two weeks.  This year we 

will be sending 24 children.  We also gave a student with 

diabetes a check for $400.00 to attend his first 

diabetes camp. The board has purchased a lap top and 

projector for when we go to the schools for our PowerPoint 

presentation.  We also bought diabetes shirts for all our 

board members.   

 

Stony Brook Hospital and the Northport VA hospital are 

now on our team. Whenever we do vision screenings, Stony 

Brook will have an intern  with us from the Ophthalmology 

Dept. The VA has means of educating those with diabetes 

.Stony Brook has offered us free eye exams for those who 

do not have insurance.  They will give the eye exam free 

and we are hoping LenscCrafters will still do the free 

eyeglass exams. 

 

As you can see, we are growing very fast. District 20S has 

made its mark.  Any Lion members who can help us get into 

a school district please let us know. 

Remember the word  T E A M - Together  Everyone

East Hampton Lions Club Receives 2009 New York Organ Donor Partnership 

Award from New York Organ Donor Network

April is organ donorôs awareness month, not because that is the only month organ, eye and tissue donor awareness is 

performed but it is the month that special efforts are made to educate the public on the need and benefits of organ, eye 

and tissue donation. Since Lions clubs in three districts on Long Island operate the Lionôs Eye Bank for Long Island in 

partnership with North Shore LIJ and Lionôs focus is on eyes, sight restoration and several other health related matters 

it is a natural fit for Lions to be involved in organ, eye and tissue donor awareness. For every new donor registration 

there is a future cornea used to give sight to those that cannot see, an organ used to sustain life and tissues used to 

improve the quality of life. Isnôt that what Lionism is about? For every cornea that comes from Long Island, it helps the 

Lionôs Eye Bank for Long Island stay successful and grow. 

 

In April the East Hampton Lions Club (EH Lions) held its forth annual donorôs awareness program in partnership with 

South Hospital and New York Organ Donor Network (NYODN) with over fifty in attendance. In April EH Lions also 

purchase quarter page color ads designed by NYODN with the Lions logo that appear in two local weekly newspapers 

for four weeks that promote organ, eye and tissue donation. EH lions also distributed five thousand organ donor 

awareness brochures designed and printed by NYODN with the Lions logo and information on the EH Lions printed on 

the brochure. The brochures are placed with displays in post offices, hospital and medical facilities, doctorôs offices, 

attorney offices, municipal offices, stores, gas stations, marinas and any place where the public visit. This is the second 

year EH Lions distributed brochures making a total of ten thousand brochures distributed throughout the community of 

the Hamptons. 

 

New York Organ Donor Registry is organized by zip code. NYODN performed a study by zip code and found that 

organ donor registrations increased thirty percent year over year in the Hamptons since EH Lions began distributing 

brochures in their community. By all accounts the results are astounding and can only be attributed to Lionôs boots on 

the ground, getting out in the community to get the information out to the people.

¶         An amendment to the suspension policy was approved to 
become effective on July 2, 2010 at the last Board Meeting in 
April.  The policy changed consideration for suspension from 150 
days to 120 days, and cancellation to follow on the 28th day of the 
month following suspension. 

  
The amended policy states:  A club, which has an 
unpaid balance in excess of US$20 per member or 
US$1,000 per club, whichever is less, outstanding 
past 120 days will be suspended, including the 
suspension of the club's charter, and the rights, 
privileges, and obligations of the Lions Club.  In the 
event the club does not acquire good standing, as 
defined by board policy, on or before the 28th day of 
the month following suspension, the club's charter 
will be automatically canceled.
