We have approached the time of year when clubs should be presenting their 

proposed slate of officers for the 2010-2011 Lions year.  Please remember that 

once your club has approved the nominees, it is very important for your club 

secretary to complete a PU-101 form.  It is also important that the information 

on this form be as accurate as possible as this is where the information from the 

district directory comes from.  Therefore, the directory can only be as accurate 

as your clubôs paperwork.  IMPORTANT:  If a club uses the WMMR site to 

send their PU 101 form, they should not send the paper form to 

headquarters.  Forms are due by May 15, 2010. 

 

Now a little more housekeeping business:  Club Delegate forms will be mailed 

out shortly.  They MUST be returned to the MD 20 office no later than April 15, 

2010 to assure certification cards are prepared for all voting delegates at the 

NYS Convention.  If the delegate form is misplaced, a new one will have to be 

completed at the convention ï copies will not be accepted. To avoid conflicts at 

the convention, all accounts must be current with both LCI and NYS (MD 

20).  In order for clubs to vote, all past due accounts must be brought 

current prior to the convention.  It is the clubôs responsibility to make sure 

they are in financial good standing with LCI and NYS before the 

convention.  Clubs are encouraged to make their payments to LCI and NYS 

prior to May 1, 2010 to insure payment is credited before May 7, 2010.  It is 

always important to pay International and State dues in a timely manner.  It 

helps the district budget as the district is reimbursed $3 for every member that 

pays their dues.  This helps the district officers run the district.  Club presidents; 

please check with your treasurer to be sure that these bills are paid in a timely 

manner.  It helps the district and it helps those in need.   

 

Remember the district wide food drive to be held on Saturday, May 8, 2010 

from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m.  It is important that I know the location clubs plan to be at 

in order to get publicity for this community service project.  It is also a great 

opportunity for a membership drive.  Please contact VDG Bruce DôAbramo if 

you are interested in having the district help your club make tri-fold brochures 

and/or business cards that can be handed out to those who donate food.

I thought this would be a good time to remind clubs of the club election procedures 

 
General Procedural Guidelines for Club Elections. 
 
Club Elections ï Timing: Elections are to be held no later than April 15 of each year. The club secretary is 
required, either by mail or by personal delivery, to give notice to each member of the 
club at least fourteen (14) calendar days prior to the date of election. (Standard Form Club By- 
Laws, Article IV, Section 1.) 
 
Nomination Committee: The Club President appoints the nomination committee, which submits 
the names of candidates for various club offices to the club membership at the nomination meeting. 
(Standard Form Club By-Laws, Article IV, Section 2.) 
 
Nominations: Nominations may be made from the floor of the nomination meeting. Once nominations have 
been closed, no more nominations may be made. If the nominee/s are unable to serve, and there is no 
other nominee, the nominating committee may submit, at the election meeting, names of additional 
nominees for that office. (Standard Form Club By-Laws, Article IV, Section 2 and 3.) 
 
Eligibility for Office: To be eligible for club office, the Lion must be an active member in good standing. 
(Standard Form Club By-Laws, Article II, Section 2.) 
 
General Voting Guidelines: Unless otherwise provided in the respective club constitution and bylaws, the 
election shall be by ballot by those present and eligible to vote. A plurality vote is necessary to elect. 
 
Quorum: The presence in person of a majority of the members in good standing. (Standard Form Club By-
Laws, Article III, Section 5.) 
 
Eligibility to vote: Voting privileges are granted to members present who are in good standing and fall into 
one of the following membership categories: Active, Affiliate, Associate, Life, Member at Large and 
Privileged. The president is entitled to one vote, so long as he or she is in good standing. 
 
Plurality vote: The candidate receiving the largest number of votes has a plurality. 
 
Form of Ballot: Unless otherwise provided in the respective club constitution and by-laws, or other adopted 
rules, in elections, ñforò and ñagainstò spaces or boxes should not be used. They are applicable only with 
respect to votes on motions. An election, in effect, is a vote on filling a blank, and a voter can vote against 
one candidate only by voting for another who has been nominated or by writing in the name of another 
candidate. 

 
General Principles Regarding Elections: 
All elections should be guided by the provisions contained in the respective club, district and International 
Constitution and By-Laws, or by any rules of procedure adopted by the respective club or district for 
elections or by local statute or common law. Otherwise, all questions of order or procedure should be 
determined in accordance with Robertsô Rules of Order Newly Revised, as revised from time to time.

Excerpt from Newsday January 25, 2010 

 

ñStanding in a circle of Lions Club volunteers 

outside a hotel near the Dominican Republic's 

border with Haiti, Al Brandel and Maureen 

Murphy held out tokens of support to their 

Haitian counterparts and wept.  

The gesture was ceremonial but also a practical 

one. They placed reflective vests on the shoulders 

of 11 Haitian Lions Club members, inducting 

them into an international response committee 

and marking them as relief workers. 

"They were overwhelmed," Brandel, of Melville, 

said yesterday of the trip he and his wife made 

last week. "Their eyes welled up. We reassured 

them that they're not alone [that] things are going 

to be OK. We're going to help you." 

Brandel, is chairman of the Lions Club 

International Foundation, which mobilizes 

immediate relief and long-term recovery projects 

after major humanitarian disasters. Murphy 

recounted how William Eliacin, chief of Haiti's 

three Lions Club chapters, addressed the group. 

"Tears came to his eyes, his voice broke. He was 

apologetic," she said. "He'd been working nonstop 

for 12 days. William's house was not damaged, 

but he and his wife had been sleeping in their car" 

because they're afraid to sleep indoors. 

Brandel said he and his colleagues are now 

considering long-term projects there. "We don't 

want to duplicate what other people are doing," he 

said, explaining that the group's Haitian members 

will direct them to the greatest needs. 

Three Haitian Lions died in the earthquake, he 

said.ò

Is Lions-Quest an anti-drug program? No. This 

is just one component of the program. It is a 

comprehensive life-skills program that 

emphasizes many other skills and values such as 

responsibility, conflict resolution, communication 

skills and community service. 

What is the role of Lions in this program? 

Clubs, districts and multiple districts support 

Lions-Quest through funding local programs, 

coordinating training of teachers, speaking in 

classrooms and undertaking joint service projects 

with students. It is hands-on service, funding and 

soliciting community support. 

Are LCIF grants available? Yes.
