In the mean time, shou
individual come to your aghtion that requires an eye exam, it would be up to each
to decide if they will pay for that exam, whether it be at LensCrafters or some\
else. The prescription can then be brought to LensCrafters with a letter from the [
Governor (this id.ensCrafters policy) to receive the free glasses. As these detai
worked out, it is my hope that Lions will continue to donate used eye glass
LensCrafters as they have been our friend for many years and make sure the
glasses get to thoseho need them.

Lions, LCIF Providing Relief for China
Earthquake

Lions throughoutChina are mobilizing quickly,
with Lions volunteers from at least two districts
traveling to the area to provide haras support
as well as relief supplies to earthquaéected
Qinghai Province. Lions Clubs International
Foundation has awarded US$50,000
emergency grants to assist Lions in their relief
efforts.

Lions will travel hours to the affected area, as
there are no Lions clubs in the immediate area.
More than 400 are dead and 10,000 injured an
numerous buildings destroyed following the 6.9
eathquake April 14 in the impoverished
mountain area of western China.

The area borders Sichuan Province, which wag
hard hit by a May 2008 earthquake that killed
70,000 people. Lions from throughout China
provided relief for that disaster as well, and ECI
mobilized more than US$3 million to rebuild
homes, schools and infrastructure.

Lions Clubs International Foundation awards
nearly US$2 million annually in emergency

grants, in addition to major catastrophe funding
for largerscale disasters. You can pel
