Some school districts still owe monies from two years 4
so there is a large shortageast year the camp was notifie
that the state would no longer pay for the childestay
overnight, only for the time that school at the gais in

session during thday. In order for children to sta
overnight and weekends at the camp, parents teageme
up with $3000$4000. This is difficult for most families s
the numbers hawdropped. The camp has started
scholarship fund to try antlelp with this. Any persoor

group can contribute to this fund.

There as also (here comes that word agaioey needed td
pay for the upkeepf the facilities. Last year the camp spe
$50,000 to make the camp handieamessible, a stat
requirement.That camp had not budgeted for that, so t
putCamp Badger in the hole, and had to borrow agal
collateral. We were very fortunate havea great deal of
free labor from the Lions, which helped tremendously,
alwayswhen there is a need WE SERVEow just to heat
things up some more the stéiealth department has told th
camp we need to retrofit the swimming pool at a afsf
$8000.00. All the drains in the pools in New York Stg
must now have to complyith this law.

So not to go on for nowyou can see the need is great.
every club could help witha donation each year by
supporting the scholarship fund this very special place cg
continue to change life for the many children WE SERVE
