LIONS EYE BANK FOR LONG ISLAND

When the eye bank began, a messenger service wi
used to transport the cornea from our laboratory to {
various haepitals.When we had to import from other
eye banks, a messenger was also needed to pick u
from the airport to the various hospitalie cost of
the messenge&ERVICE WAS EXTREMEL HIGH.

At the end of 1988, after surveying the figures, our
chairmanDale Buley, brought up the fact that a
committee should be formed to discuss a more
economical method of transporting the corneas.

Elliot Krakauer became the committee of one to sta|
transportation networldt first, he wrote letters to the
fire depatments for volunteers to help in the
transporting.He also wrote to thkions asking for
their assistance in this taskle sent a letter to the
Lions clubs for a list of members who would be
willing to volunteer to transport the corneas.

The response &s overwhelming.TheLions all came
to the aid of the eye banlOur first Lion wasBob
Harvey on 3/7/89, with a trip telercy Hospital.

At the beginning of 1990, we were still spending
monies for the messenger service, due to the fact th
our Executve Director,Betty Heldman did not call
upon thelions to make the trips to the airpordbe

did not think they would do it.

PDG Al Bloomer suggested that theons get more
involved. Al andLindaBloomer became the first
volunteers on a rainy, foggyght. They started at
Kennedy and due to weather conditions, they had t
to LaGuardia because the plane was diverted there.
When they got th.aGuardia, the package and the
passengers had been put on a bus bakletmedy.
TheBloomers proved that &iions could get the job
done, no matter what the problems they might
encounter.

Since inception, we have had 390 drivers making
10,325 tripsTheLions have saved the eye bank a tg
of $557,000.
